	Note:

A nickel or metal alloy allergy is a skin reaction, sometimes known as Contact Dermatitis that develops after exposure to nickel or items containing the metal alloy in question. The exposure required to develop an allergy varies, depending on the person's sensitivity; an allergy may develop after repeated or prolonged exposure, or even after just a brief exposure. Sensitivity to these metals may be exacerbated by sweat, which allows the metal ions to be more readily absorbed into the skin.

This condition is usually not life threatening; however in a small percentage of people it may produce a life threatening reaction.  Therefore, full disclosure is required for the safety of the cadet.
